Calling on 25 years of experience as a commissioned officer in the Public Health Service and a medical officer for the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention, Dr. Zaza discusses some of the inequities in housing policies and healthcare that contribute to negative health outcomes years, or even decades, later. She highlights the importance of addressing these societal issues now to improve public health down the road -- even if there are few immediate benefits -- and she calls on experts in her field and others to utilize data to influence leaders and decision-makers.
