This week, a conversation with Dr. Michael Brumage, medical director of Cabin Creek Health Systems and director of the Public Health and Preventive Medicine Residency at West Virginia University, explores the difference between 'health' and 'healthcare' in rural America. Dr. Brumage discusses the disappearance of hospitals from rural communities and describes how adverse childhood experiences, along with adverse community experiences, such as a lack of housing, education, and transportation, can contribute to intergenerational cycles of negative health outcomes. 

After 25 years in the U.S. Army, including stints in Iraq and Japan, Dr. Brumage returned to his home state of West Virginia to focus on the opioid crisis. There, he studied several social determinants of health to address issues like depression, alcohol abuse, and suicide. Pulling from his diverse background and vast experience, Dr. Brumage warns that leaders must consider factors such as race and local history when developing policy if they are to avoid repeating the same problems.

· “If you suffer from an injury or if you’ve experienced violence, that then decreases your ability to be a productive member of society.”
· “The Safe Routes to School program contributed to a 44% reduction in injuries among children as they were walking to school.” 
· “When you marry the ICRC program with the core state violence and injury prevention program, the picture you get is a far richer picture that supports injury and violence prevention policy broadly.”
· “It’s an example of how federal programs can truly work together to have a much broader impact than just focusing on either funding levels or the metrics associated with one specific program.”
· “It’s a prime example of an ICRC collecting the data, but then taking it a step further and using that data to inform policy that has had a demonstrated impact.”
· “It’s a great partnership between academic universities and public health departments.”  
"I think they understand the need to support injury and violence prevention policy and injury and violence prevention funding more broadly. Unfortunately, those on Capitol Hill who have this understanding, are small in number."

How can data experts and public health professionals help policymakers safeguard their communities? Work with one of the CDC’s Injury Control Research Centers (ICRCs) to educate their local legislators on injury and violence prevention, says Paul Bonta, director of government relations for the Safe States Alliance. In this episode of Hard Data, ‘Educating Lawmakers on Injury and Violence Prevention,’ Bonta explains how local and state health departments can partner with these federally funded academic institutions to design and implement effective prevention programs.
