· “We build upon the evidence base that we have -- and we know mentoring is one way that helps develop a young person.”

· “Schools are still the safest place that we know for children in large groupings. But what about those children who may be in homes where they’re experiencing more violence?” 
· “The students who are coming to public health and who are coming to preventive medicine are brilliant and thoughtful and really looking at the world in a way that I think is going to put us in a direction to help do things like reduce inequalities and build stronger children -- and I’m really excited because what I see is extremely positive.”
