Summary / Descriptions:
This episode of Hard Data highlights Extreme Risk Protection Orders, a promising new resource for communities and law enforcement agencies in several states. Dr. Shannon Frattaroli, associate professor at the Bloomberg School of Public Health at Johns Hopkins University, discusses the history and ongoing evolution of these targeted interventions designed to keep firearms away from people in crises. Temporary injunctions have the potential to prevent homicides and suicides, she says, but we need to take a science- and evidence-based approach to implement them effectively and appropriately.

· “We’re looking to engage with the people who are in the best position to identify when someone is in crisis and is on that trajectory toward increasingly violent behavior.”

· “We needed to reframe this issue -- we needed to reframe the conversation -- and offer up tangible solutions that were evidence-based that would get us to the place where we could reasonably expect to see a reduction in gun violence.”

· “What a lot of people don’t know about gun violence in this country is that, in the United States, most gun deaths are actually gun suicide.” 
· “We tend not to talk about gun suicide, and that is -- and has been for a long time -- the largest percentage of gun deaths in this country.” 
· “A big stakeholder in ERPO is law enforcement.” 
· “It’s just not enough to focus downstream, after the violence has occured. What we really want to do is look upstream and identify ways to prevent violence from happening in the first place.” 
· “When we sat down and looked at the data and talked through what we actually know -- what science tells us -- it was clear to us that focusing on mental illness was not the answer.” 
· “ERPO is very much a response to that broader understanding of violence and what we need to do as well as a broader understanding of what science has taught us about how violence occurs.” 
· “We need to understand what’s working, what’s not working so well, and then we need to be in a position to evaluate the impact of ERPO and their implementation on the outcomes that we care about.” 
· “We need science right now to be evaluating how ERPO is being implemented, how it’s being put to use in communities.”
· “We’ve got to keep the commitment to science and evidence throughout this whole process of working to develop, put in place, and implement effective solutions for violence prevention.” 

Newsletter: 
The latest episode of Hard Data, titled ‘A Durable Response to Gun Violence?,’ discusses Extreme Risk Protection Orders (ERPOs), also known as Gun Violence Restraining Orders in California. These temporary interventions have the potential to prevent numerous homicides and suicides across the country, but Dr. Shannon Frattaroli, associate professor at the Bloomberg School of Public Health at Johns Hopkins University, warns that policymakers must heed the available data and scientific evidence in order to implement ERPOs effectively. 

Dr. Frattaroli describes how she and several of her colleagues met in the wake of the Sandy Hook Elementary School shooting to examine the relationship between mental illness and gun violence. Their meetings led to a broader understanding of how violence occurs and they realized that ERPOs could help to reduce gun violence in particular — especially since the vast majority of gun deaths in the U.S. are suicides. These targeted interventions could provide a path toward better community relations with law enforcement, according to Dr. Frattaroli, since they provide quick and concrete action without resorting to any criminal or punitive measures.
